The Oklahoma Women Veterans Organization (OKWVO) is a 501(c)(19) non-profit War Veterans service organization comprised of women who have served or are currently serving in the U.S. Armed Forces.  The mission of this Organization is to provide an opportunity for communicating and associating with women who have served and are in need of assistance.

The OKWVO provides a medium of exchange between the organization and other veteran organizations.  We offer many services such as limited financial assistance, care packages and scholarships.   

To keep the history of our women in the military, we encourage them to tell their story and to support Women in Military Service for America (WIMSA) located in Washington D.C.

OKWVO participates in various events and fund raisers throughout the year, such as at the Norman Veterans Center and the Oklahoma City VA Medical Center to name a few.  

Oklahoma Women Veterans Recognition Day:  We partner with the Oklahoma Department of Veterans Affairs and other women veteran organizations in recognizing our women veterans each year. 
Women veterans from throughout the State of Oklahoma including other states, gather to celebrate and honor women vets for their achievements throughout the year.  The elected veteran is awarded the title “Oklahoma Woman Veteran of the Year”.   A special memorial service is held to honor our women veterans who have passed away since the last event.   This Program is free to all women veterans.


The Headquarters (HQs) OKWVO has representation at the State of Oklahoma Veterans Council.  Here the Organization has a hand in the Federal and State level on bills relating to benefits for our veterans and their families.

The HQs OKWVO has a Veterans Service Representative to assist veterans and their families with applying for VA benefits.

The HQs OKWVO has representation at the Oklahoma City VA Medical Center, which keeps us up to date on womens health issues.

HQs OKWVO meets every other month on the third Saturday at 1100 hours in February, April, June, August, October, and December.

Tulsa Chapter 2012 meet every other month on the second Saturday at 1000 hours.
